For many years Teen Challenge has been known for its success in helping individuals overcome LIFE CONTROLLING problems.  There is no doubt the correctional facilities around the nation are full of men and women with these LIFE CONTROLLING problems.  

Three years ago the opportunity to place a faith-based program in a correctional facility came knocking on our door.  In March of this year, it became a reality.  Since that time, Teen Challenge (Freedom Challenge) has been operating inside the Hutchinson Correctional Facility.  Currently there are 33 students (4 classes, freshmen through seniors) who are participating with incredible results.  An additional intake process for more students is taking place at this time.  

On a recent tour of the Hutchinson facility, one guest commented that in walking through the prison, the general population seemed to be filled with the “walking dead” without hope, but upon entering the area where the Freedom Challenge students were moving through the halls, there was hope and life.  

Though this is new endeavor and we are facing certain challenges, the testimonies of change in the lives of these men as well as letters of confirmation from their families is proof there is FREEDOM IN CHRIST, even behind prison walls.
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
